OBJECTIVES: This course will provide students with an overview of theories and research on the social-emotional side of human development, with a focus on the years of infancy through adolescence.  The knowledge gained in the course will help students to understand the social processes involved in their own personal development and that of those around them.  
 
REQUIREMENTS:
(1) Three regular exams plus an optional cumulative final exam.  Students who miss a regular exam must take the cumulative final exam. No make-up exams will be given. (2) A summary of a research article from one of the following journals: Child Development, Developmental Psychology, Merrill-Palmer Quarterly, Infant Behavior and Development, Applied Developmental Psychology, or Social Development.  Each summary should include an overview of the Introduction, Method, Results, and Discussion sections of the study, along with your personal evaluation of the article. Summaries should be 1 typewritten page and must include a copy of the article. Articles must be from the specified journals!!  You will not receive credit for the summary if it is not from one of the specified journals.  Summaries must be in your own words-- no part of your summary may be copied from the article.  The summary is worth 20% of your final grade.  (Please see the web site for information about accessing the journals online).  
(3) Attendance is not required, but is strongly encouraged!  Regular attendance and class participation will be taken into account in borderline grades.
